PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION:

We recommend that you use the Bart Website and click on the blue box that says, “Trip
Planner”. This would be the easiest way to plan your trip depending on which city you are
coming from. The MUNI METRO LINES J, K, L, M, N, the F STREETCAR, or MUNI BUS LINES 6, 9,
14,21,47,49, 66 and 71 all run within 5 blocks of the SF LGBT Center, many run within 1
block.

Our insider recommendation is to take BART to SF Civic Center, then transfer to the F
STREETCAR.

IF YOU ARE DRIVING:

The Performing Arts Garage is a half mile walk to the venue and is the closest parking garage.
If you arrive before 9am, it costs $18 for the entire day. It is IMPORTANT that you do not leave
anything in your car if you choose to drive. You may bring your suitcase into the venue with
you if you are an overnight guest.

IF YOU ARE TAKING THE TRAIN:

You will get off the train at Chase Bank Station. When you exit the Chase Bank Station you will
head northeast on Mission Street toward Fremont St it's a 3-minute walk. You will then turn
left onto Fremont Street & Market St from there you will get on the “Muni Bus”, and it will be
18-minute drive with (12 Stops). You will get off on Haight St & Laguna St and walk another 3
minutes and you will finally arrive to the SF LGBT Center. The total cost of this fare
transportation is $3.00. Here is the link on how to pay for public transportation.

IF YOU ARE FLYING from SFO:

The BART station is in the International Terminal, a short walk from Terminals 1 and 3. You
can also take the free SFO AirTrain from all terminals directly to the BART station. Follow the
signs upstairs and board an AirTrain to the BART station. Take the Red Line in the direction of
Richmond or the Yellow Line towards Antioch and exit at Civic Center (9 stops). You can plan
your trip using the QuickPlanner.

IF YOU ARE FLYING from OAK:

Note that BART doesn’t go directly from the Oakland (OAK) airport however, there is a
connector that goes from the airport to Coliseum station. Take a quick 8-minute ride on the
connector from OAK to the Coliseum BART station. From the Coliseum station take the Blue

You can plan your trip using
the QuickPlanner.

From the Civic Center BART Stop

e Look for Exit A2 or B2 (Market & Hyde Street). Bob Gordon will be stationed at the top
of the steps to help direct you on your way.

e From Market Street- Walk .7 miles to the LGBT Center

e Ortake the F Market Trolly - get off at Laguna & Guerrero and it is a short walk to the
Center from there.

e For more information on getting to the Center from the San Francisco or Oakland

We encourage the usage of public transportation whenever possible as it is the most cost and
time efficient method due to heavy Bay Area traffic. However, if public transportation does
not work for you, ride share is also an option.
