Comparable legislation has passed with overwhelming bipartisan support and signed into law 
in nine states: Arizona, Arkansas, Georgia, Illinois, Kentucky, Louisiana, Maryland, New Mexico, 
and Rhode Island. 

Insurance coverage for needed biomarker testing is failing to keep pace with innovations and 
advancements in treatment. We must work to remove barriers to biomarker testing to ensure 
that patients can unlock the value and cost-saving potential of precision medicine.
